Michelangelo is well known for his work on the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel, but 20 

years later he also painted a monumental Last Judgment on the wall opposite the one 

seen in slide #8a.  Christ is in the upper center, directing the final fate of all the 


world’s souls.  Note the figure with the flayed skin (St. Bartholomew) – Michelangelo 

put his own face on the skin.
